Eastern Market is one of the best known and beloved landmarks in the Capitol Hill
area of Washington, DC. Its notoriety and significance extend beyond its physi-
cal characteristics. It was built in two distinct periods; the original building in
the 1870s, designed by Adolph Cluss and the center and north hall addition in the
early 1900s designed by Snowden Ashford. The building underwent significant
renovations of its roof, doors and windows in the 1970s utilizing alternate materi-
als (ie. synthetic slate shingles at the roof).
